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INTERDISCIPLINARY STUDIES,
BA
The ACE BA program in Interdisciplinary Studies is an interdisciplinary
degree program designed for adult students (age 24 or over) returning to
Roosevelt University to complete a BA degree. The program provides a
solid foundation in interdisciplinary studies and allows students to select
their own area of concentration, in consultation with an advisor. As part
of this concentration, students will take 18 credits in a discipline (e.g.,
organizational leadership, criminal justice, health science administration,
psychology).

Students will take a portfolio development class that will propose credit
for prior learning, potentially granting them general education credit
for prior training and professional experience. Students may earn up to
25% of their degree through credit for prior learning, as long as their final
30 credit hours are completed at Roosevelt University. In the portfolio,
students explain their prior experiences and describe how these match
the expected student outcomes of an existing college course. The
portfolio will then be assessed for corresponding credit by an advisor or
faculty member in the academic discipline corresponding to the course(s)
for which students are proposing prior learning credit.

Students may also demonstrate prior learning credit via standardized
tests administered by an academically-recognized entity (i.e. – CLEP, AP,
IB, DSST), workforce training that is recognized by the American Council
on Education, or through Roosevelt recognition of non-credit workshops
or trainings in consultation with an advisor.

Graduates of the ACE program will have a BA degree that renders them
eligible for career advancement and/or graduate work in their chosen
field of study.

Students in the ACE program complete four required courses along with
any general education courses for which they have not earned college-
level credit, plus 18 credit hours in one of four areas of concentration:
Psychology, Organizational Leadership, Criminal Justice, or Health
Science Administration. Given the highly individualized nature of the
program of study that the ACE program allows students to design, regular
consultation with an academic advisor will be necessary to establish the
best path to degree.

Students must:

• maintain a 2.0 GPA overall
• earn a C- or better in all ACE courses
• meet discipline-specific grade minimums in their chosen area of

concentration
• complete a minimum of 6 credit hours at Roosevelt University in their

area of concentration, with at least one 3 credit-hour course at the
300-level
